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DIARIES OF A FIRST MATE 2006.  
 

My ambition was to retire, buy a boat, 
and sail round the world single handed, but 
events dictated otherwise, mainly my wife, ( 
she who must be obeyed.) 
So after a couple of years helping friends 
move their boats to the Med, and 
circumnavigating Britain with a bunch of 
anoraks , like myself, I decided to “ work ” for 
Professional Yacht Deliveries. This involved 
taking all types of yachts , some I could only 
dream about owning, to foreign climes. 
               There is a diversity amongst the 
crew, the Skipper, who is usually full time, and 
gets paid depending on the contract. 
The 1st Mate does not get a wage, but 
expenses paid. This position also falls into two 
categories; 

1) A person who is qualified, but needs 
more experience, and wants to earn a living in 
the industry. 

2)Old farts like me who just love the 
sea and want to sail, and have a cheap 
holiday. 

The Crew, pay a percentage of air fare 
to destination, and either want to build up sea 
miles for a qualification, or are retired people 
wanting to enjoy themselves. 
 
Here are my trips for 2006.  
 

The year started with Sunsail, who are 
in the process of renewing their fleets in  
Croatia, Greece and Turkey.I was on the 
Greek trip. We arrived in Frejus, which is on 
the Cote D`azur on March 2nd. It usually takes 
two days to prepare the boat, victualling 
hanking on sails, preparing safety gear etc, but 
because of a forecast of imminent gales, we 
were delayed for five days. 

My school boy French got much better 
during that period, but my liver took a bit of a 
hammering ! The boat was a brand new 
Beneteau 34 called “Sea Fever”. A lot of 
people hate Bendys, as they are known, but 
for the price, and the kind of sailing you want 
to do, they `re not bad at all.

    The trip was a good sailing voyage, 
which is unusual, for any one who has 
been to sea, knows that for 75% of the 
time, its directly on the nose, and you are 
slamming into the waves. 
The trip was fantastic, we passed 
Stromboli in the middle of the night, which 
was highlighted by streams of lava flowing 
down it`s sides, and a couple of days later, 
seeing the sun setting behind Mount Etna. 
 It took us a  week to get to Vouniki,  
we arrived just in time as the winds were 
increasing, and the lads on the Croatia  
run, had to seek shelter, as the Adriatic 
was so rough. 
 The next rip was the 19th April. I 
don’t usually like short trips, but in this 
case, it was to take a Halberg Rassey from 
the factory in Ellos, Sweden , to Germany. 
We flew to Gothenburg, arriving at lunch 
time. The Customs man interrogated me 
for ages, not about contraband, but  about 
Derby County football, as he was an avid 
supporter! The rest of the day was spent 
putting the sails on, then being shown 
round the Rassey factory, a very 
impressive set-up for making good sea 
worthy boats. This boat was a H R 37, but 
as yet, no name.

The three day trip down the Baltic to 
Neustadt in Germany, was cold and 
drizzly, but with islands and rocks 
everywhere, we could not relax. Saturday 
night in Neustadt, we did relax with a pint 
or two, and watched what seemed like the 
whole town fishing, it was the day when all 
the fish came back to spawn . 
  The next trip was to be four days 
later, and across  “ The Pond “

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The Tinker Class - Dinghy Owners Association  
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The Tinker Class is an inflatable sailing 
dinghy that can be sailed by one or more 
people. Although they don’t go too well 
with four people and a dog as you can 
probably imagine.  They are a fun boat that 
you can also row or motor with up to 5 hp 
engine if you wish.  The major advantage 
is that they fold away in to a small space 
and fit in the boot of a car.  When you have 
practiced, it takes about 20-30 minutes to 
get them on the water.  Sailing them, as we 
found out as beginners can be 
challenging, as they don’t behave quite the 
same as other boats do! 
 
The Tinkers are a welcoming bunch, who 
like to meet up socially and spend the 
weekend on the water having friendly 
races.  They have about 6 meetings a year 
in different parts of the UK.  They usually 
arrange some kind of evening social event 
from a buffet to a three course meal.  They 
usually get the boats ready Friday evening 
and have 2 or 3 races on Saturday and 
Sunday. 
The “races”, not sure if that’s the right 
word, can be entertaining; a kind of cross 
between slow motion Oppy sailing and 
bumper cars, no really there quite good 
and we love sailing them. 
There are two members at Swarkestone 
that own tinkers. 
 
The majority of the boats are travellers 12ft 
long with main sail and furling jib, the 
other boats are tramps, funsail and folding 
RIB that are 9 ft  As you can see they are 
very safe and tend to stay flat to the water.  
 
The TCOA have asked if they could have 
an open meeting at Swarkestone Sailing 
Club next year.  A date for the open Tinker 
meeting has been provisionally booked for 
October 6&7 th 2007
