         (Part 2)  

 

3rd Trip - 2006. 
Tortola B.V.I. To Turkey 27 th April. 

Beneteau 440     “Solitude”  
 
The flight from Antigua to Tortolla to join the 
boat was something out of a Humphrey 
Bogart movie, an old rickety plane, with a 
motley crew aboard. 
I got the feeling this trip wasn’t going  to be 
the best when my sailing bag didn’t arrive, 
and I was told” this always happens on a 
Friday”! 
The yacht looked good from the pontoon, 
but below was a different matter. It would 
take two whole days of cleaning to make it 
half decent, even for men, but at least that 
first night after a meal and a few rums in the 
local, the crossing seemed brighter. 
That weekend was spent around the island 
doing sea trials, the upper deck and sails 
weren’t too bad, but the engine had so many 
problems, we had to have Sylvester, the 
best mechanic in town out to try and fix 
them. 
 We eventually sailed at 1100 hrs on May 
2nd, fuel for 10 days and the Azores 
approximately 20 days away. We needed 
the wind, but that time of year and going the 
wrong way ???…… 
May 3rd, I had the 2-4pm watch, we had no 
auto pilot on board, so had to steer 
manually. It was humid, so I was in my 
trunks, only sailing about 3 knots, when on 
the horizon, it went dark. I reefed the boat 
down and shouted below for them to expect 
a squall. 
What a fantastic next hour, not only was I 
shooting along at 9 knots,  but an 
unexpected shower is great when you are 
on water rationing. 
May 8th, Diary reads, “most days have been 
the same,  N/E 2-3 then  dying right off. If 
this doesn’t change, its going to be a lot 
longer than 20 days to the Azores. 
The next couple of days, the wind moved 
northerly and we were getting more sailing 
spells. 
 
 

May 12th.Got a warning there would be a 
gale coming across in the next few days and 
we might be best heading for Madeira. 
The strong front never appeared, we kept on 
for the Azores, and had a couple of good 
days sailing with a fresher wind. 
The sea life on the crossing was fantastic, 
streams of infant Portuguese Men of War in 
their millions drifting along, plus turtles 
oblivious to the boat, feeding on the jelly fish. 
At least a dozen whales were spotted, it was 
a pleasure to share the water with such 
magnificent creatures, and of course the 
daily visit by the dolphins, was welcomed. 
The odd shark was spotted, but thankfully, 
not while on a calm day when we had Hands 
to Bathe, where we strung a line from astern, 
and went for a swim.��
Adrian, the skipper was an ex engineer, and 
a boffin with engines, which was to come in 
handy later on in the voyage. He survived a  
severe gale off the Azores a few years 
previously,  where the crew had to be 
airlifted to safety, he suffered terrible injuries 
and had to be hospitalised.  So when he said 
“ I think we will sit this one out Tug” I  
understood why. 
May17th. Last few days of great sailing, but 
when the sun rose, the helmsman saw the 
starboard shroud had broken lose, and there 
was a rope around the prop. The shroud we 
dury rigged, we would carry less sail and get 
it fixed in the Azores. 
 Ropes usually only get caught around the 
prop when motoring, but for some reason, 
Davy Jones threw one around ours. The best 
way to get rid, is to don a mask and dive 
down and cut it off, but with the swell we 
had, it would have been foolhardy. It was a 
long `un so we bought it  on board form the 
midship and fairlead to a winch, and prayed 
this trick would work. 
The rope was old, and snapped at the prop -
- phew job done, what next Davy? 
We arrived at Horta on the 23rd of May early 
morning, so we could catch the mid Atlantic 
team to carry out our repairs before other  
boats arrived. 
They fixed our shroud, put 2 new batteries 
aboard, ( the old ones could `not hold their 
charge), then tried without success, to fix our 
generator, which had given up the ghost a 
few days previously 
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The next 3 days we spent doing 
maintenance in the morning, sewing sails 
etc, then having a few “bevies” in the 
famous Pete’s Sports Bar. We also saw over 
the beautiful island by hiring motor scooters 
which were only £5.” Pay me in Pete’s bar 
tonight in kind” said the friendly owner of the 
local garage. 
Each island where  yachts stop when 
crossing the “pond” have paintings of the 
ships crests on the pontoons.but non can 
compare to Horta,every inch is covered,with 
artistic.hic;;slogans. 
May 26th. After fuelling, we slipped the jetty 
at 1300 to commence the second part of the 
journey, which was to be as interesting as 
the previous. 
We were storm bound in Lagos, Portugal, 
and Cadiz, and running through the Straits 
of Gibraltar. We got stuck in Agua Dulce , 
Costa Del Sol for a couple of days, in the 
meantime, the starter motor had died, and 
we acquired a leak in the bilges. 
The owner decided to sell “solitude” in 
Palma, Majorca, instead of Turkey before 
anything else went wrong. 
It was with a sense of sadness, we left 
“solitude” in Palma, she had looked after us 
on the crossing, in spite of all her faults. Lets 
hope the next owner is kind to her.

  We had been weather watching for 5 weeks, 
and finally our patience paid off. Weather guru 
" Herb " was predicting a weather window 
which would give us winds from the aft quater; 
that meant a comfortable fast passage north. 
So, after a few weeks of spare time spent 
snorkeling and taking some picturesque walks 
along the coast and through the nature 
reserve mountain region of the U S Virgin 
Islands, it was now a case of fetching fresh 
fruit and veg supplies for our 700nm voyage 
to Bermuda - exciting! 
  our 12 months spent exploring the leeward 
and windwards, otherwise known as the west 
Indies or Carribean,flew by far too quickly, 
time now for pastures new. We chose the US 
Virgin Isles as a departure point for sailing 
north to America, s coast of Maine. Always, 
there are choices. Which route to take? either 
pick up the gulf stream, which means always 
being ready to duck out of the fast flowing 
waters, sometimes up to 7 kts, if the wind 
turned from astern to anywhere forward of the 
beam. The northward flow of water can 
become very mean very quickly, its not a 
good idea to challenge nature and stay in the 
warmer gulf stream flow with any north 
component in the wind at all. Second choice 
was to take a more direct route, offshore, 
stopping off half way to visit Bermuda. That 
meant 2 legs of roughly 700 and 600 nm, 
instead of following closer to the coast, using 
the gulf stream, and opportunity of anchoring 
in many spots along the route, may be 
traversing some of the intra coastal waterway 
and having some peaceful anchorage's, 
too.Sutton Hoo, i.e. Jeff and Jo from the 
Humber region, chose the coastal route. We 
went offshore. 
  part of our reasoning was that if we went via 
the Gulf Stream, potentially a fast route 
because of the favorable current, past Puerto 
Rico, Dominican Republic,Florida,The 
Carolinas, Chesapeake Bay, New York, Long 
Island, we may well get sidetracked and not 
get far north enough for the summer sailing 
season. We would take that track coming 
back south, slowly. Also, it would enable us to 
visit Bermuda 

Friday. sorry, cannot remember the date, but 
it will be in the Ships log,- we set sail. 
Sailors should not set sail on a Friday. There 
were at least 15 other yachts leaving the 
USVI,s British Virgin Isles and St Martin at 
the same time, the forecasts were all 
agreeing. Some were going to the 
Chesapeake Bay, some Bermuda, Some to 
Europe. The departure procedure of visiting 
the Immigration and Aliens (!) officials at 
Customs and Immigration with Ships papers 
and passports had been completed the 
previous day, we then chose our own 
departure time. The expected wind strength 
of 15-18kts meant a very pleasant sail, the 
sunrise was beautiful, and Steve soon had 
his fishing line trailing about 50mtrs astern, 
hoping to get a Catch of the Day for our 
evening meal, to be taken, of course, after 
the ritual of watching the sunset (about 6pm) 
15mins later we had a super Cero, or 
Spanish Mackerel, a very delicately 
flavoured fish, just big enough for 2 diners! 
  About 100nm into the trip we were 
experiencing lumpy seas. One of the special 
parts of cruising is keeping in touch with 
friends met in distant countries, by single 
sideband radio. At the time we were in touch 
with two yachts we met whilst in Turkey, 5 
years previously, We had a radio schedule 
with Badgers Sett, alias Ken and Judith and 
Starship Annie, alias Roger and 
Francoise.We were talking to Ken and 
Judith one afternoon, just before weather 
man Herbs 2 hour transmission,( which has 
to be listened to with great attention) and 
Ken asked how our trip was progressing. I 
replied, well, i would rather be potting plants 
in the greenhouse at this particular moment! 
" " did you say potting plants, Josie?" 
"Affirmative, Affirmative, potting plants." " Ah 
h ha, " I fear my comments had struck a 
common chord with many others at that 
time, and we heard a chuckle from Ken. put 
simply, the sea state made cooking, well, 
shall we say an interesting experience?! 
  Sutton Hoo,s crew asked how our fishing 
was progressing, very well we replied, if one 
has a taste for sagasso seaweed! The 
ratchet on the reel kept making its "paying 
out mode" noise. We both rather enjoy the 
anticipation--- which type of fish--- huge 
shark? Wonderful Mahi Mahi  
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Every single time it became Sargasso weed! 
Steve finally became upset with the ever 
present seaweed, the rod was put to bed!  The 
sea state settled quickly once we had passed 
into deeper water, and we made good progress 
towards Bermuda. The seas were flat and the 
winds stayed at a very pleasant 18 kts.Soon we 
heard Bermuda harbour radio calling vessel in 
position xyz. That was exactly our position, so 
we replied and were asked for details of crew, 
registration details of our vessel, liferaft and 
EPIRB (Emergency Positioning Radio Beacon )  
Bermuda Harbour Radio staff were a pleasure 
to talk to, they keep a powerful radar watch, 
many yachts and cruise ships visit and the 
progress of all traffic in their waters are 
continuously plotted. a reassuring comment 
was if we would like any assistance with 
navigating their waters do not hesitate to ask, 
they would be pleased to help! Bermuda is 
surrounded by treacherous coral reefs, and has 
a rich history of shipwrecks!  
  Cruise ships transit The Cut, which is a little 
wider than the width of a cruise ship, so all 
water born traffic must call Bermuda Harbour 
radio before entry and exit, to get permission to 
proceed. We were asked to wait 15 mins until a 
cruise ship exited, and what a sight! There is a 
buoyed channel and the ship in the Cut looked 
as tough it was far too large to transit the gap! 
All visitors must tie to a designated mooring wall 
immediately, before anchoring, to complete 
customs and Immigration formalities, we had to 
wait as 14 yachts had arrived that day and it 
was only 8am.Some were on their way from 
America to the Caribbean, some to Europe. The 
Bermudan officials were so welcoming, efficient 
and professional, it was a pleasure to "check 
in," which is not always the case! It was the first 
time the Customs officials had given us 
information on shops, banks and where to eat! 
No, we did, NOT ask, either. 
Bermuda is such a clean, fresh interesting 
island. The waters are crystal clear, there are 
more forts on Bermuda than we have seen 
anywhere, and so many have been turned into 
fascinating museums. People watching was an 
interesting pastime at first, as at lunchtime in 
the capital the bankers, insurance company 
staff, etc., ate their lunch in the parks or cafes, 
all dressed in the uniform tailored jackets, crisp 
shirts and ties, Bermuda shorts of different 
colour depending on the firm, long wool socks 
and shiny leather shoes. A much missed sight 
when we later arrived in America!!! And, Bass 
beer! 

After 3 weeks we tore ourselves away. 
Destination Newport Rhode Island, our 
first ever landfall in America. Due to gale 
force winds directly north, we headed west 
for 3 days in very pleasant conditions, 
more towards the Chesapeake Bay than 
Rhode Island. Our friends on Badgers Sett 
(in Trinidad) thought we had changed plan, 
or were having difficulties. Herb, ever 
correct in his forecasting skills, was rather 
curt with the skipper of a large yacht who 
called in for a forecast. the skipper had left 
at the same time as ourselves, shot past 
us and headed directly north. 24hrs later 
he called Herb and was rather subdued 
when Herb asked why he was in that patch 
of sea as there were gale force winds 
directly ahead, skipper thought as he was 
in a large boat his speed would keep him 
out of trouble- Herb said his only sensible 
course of action was to slow down / stop 
for 24 hr.! oopps! we were speaking on the 
radio to Sutton hoo whom we had never 
met, the couple who decided to take the 
gulf stream route. They were heading to 
Newport too! We sailed into the anchorage 
and called the harbour master, who 
directed us to a yellow buoy, the only one 
amongst 100 white ones! It was the 
customs buoy, and the officials were 
coming onto our boat to complete the 
formalities, within the hour.!0 mins later the 
harbour master called us again on VHF 
radio, would we mind if another boat 
shared the buoy with us. Not at all, we 
replied, and Mr. Harbourmaster said, that's 
good, you should speak the same 
language. It turned out to be Sutton Hoo, 
our first meeting! A super couple, 3 years 
later we have spent time cruising the 
Bahamas with them, and they are now in 
Trinidad, enjoying Carnival we are sure. 
But; those memories are Awesome, as the 
Americans say, and another tale to tell.

"Whilst the world-wide fleet numbers for the 
Access classes have been developing over 
nearly a decade, it was only last year that 
the International Access Class Association 
was formed and affiliated with ISAF", he 
said.
